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First Stuart Tank Engine Reinstalled!

On Sunday, 20 March, a team of FSMMV
volunteers (Bill Ryder, Ken Emme, Tom
Kasperek, Ben Schilling, Chriss Olson, and John
Schilling) re-installed the first of the Stuart’s two
Cadillac engines.

M3 Stuart tank production began in early 1942
at Cadillac’s Detroit plant, with Cadillac’s Cali-
fornia facility and Massey Harris joining the pro-
duction effort by the fall. In 1943, production
switched to the M5A1 with the production help of
American Car & Foundry. All production of the
M5 series of light tanks ended in 1944 after nearly
9000 Stuarts had been built.
